AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ST. CHARLES, MINNESOTA, AMENDING ST. CHARLES CODE TO REFLECT ADOPTION OF NEW TIMES FOR PERMITTED USE

THE CITY OF ST. CHARLES DOES ORDAIN (deleted material is enclosed in brackets and lined out; new material is underlined; subsections which are not being amended are omitted):

	Section 1.  Title IX: General Regulations, Chapter 90: Public Nuisances, Section 90.18 Public Nuisances Affecting Peace and Safety, Paragraph (W)(2); of the City Code of St. Charles, Minnesota, be amended as follows:
§ 90.18 PUBLIC NUISANCES AFFECTING PEACE AND SAFETY.
 (2) 	Hourly restriction of certain operations.
(a) 	Domestic power equipment. No person shall operate a power lawn mower, power hedge clipper, chain saw, mulcher, garden tiller, edger, drill or other similar domestic power maintenance equipment except between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. on any weekday, or between the hours of [ 9:00] 8:00 a.m. and [ 9:00] 10:00 p.m. on any weekend or holiday. Snow removal equipment is exempt from this provision.
(b) 	Refuse hauling. No person shall collect or remove garbage or refuse in any residential district except between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. on any weekday, weekend or holiday [or between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 9:00 p.m. on any weekend or holiday].

No person shall engage in or permit construction activities involving the use of any kind of electric, diesel or gas-powered machine or other power equipment except between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. on any weekday, or between the hours of [9:00] 8:00 a.m. and [ 9:00] 10:00 p.m. on any weekend or holiday.
	Section 2. Title IX: General Regulations, Chapter 94: Noise Regulation, Section 94.02 Hourly Restriction on Certain Operations, of the City Code of St. Charles, Minnesota, be amended as follows:

§ 94.02 HOURLY RESTRICTION ON CERTAIN OPERATIONS.
(A) 	Recreational vehicles. No person shall, between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m., drive or operate any minibike, snowmobile or other recreational vehicle not licensed for travel on public highways.
(B) 	Domestic power equipment. No person shall operate a power lawn mower, power hedge clipper, chain saw, mulcher, garden tiller, edger, drill or other similar domestic power maintenance equipment except between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. on any weekday, or between the hours of [ 9:00] 8:00 a.m. and [ 9:00] 10:00 p.m. on any weekend or holiday.  Snow removal equipment is exempt from this provision.
(C) 	Refuse hauling. No person shall collect or remove garbage or refuse in any residential district except between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. on any weekday, weekend or holiday [or between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 9:00 p.m. on any weekend or holiday].
(D) 	Construction activities. No person shall engage in or permit construction activities involving the use of any kind of electric, diesel or gas-powdered machine or other power equipment except between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. on any weekday, or between the hours of [ 9:00] 8:00 a.m. and [ 9:00] 10:00 p.m. on any weekend or holiday.
	Section 3:  This Ordinance shall take effect thirty days after its publication.
