REPORTS FROM SELCO / SELCO LIBRARY FOUNDATION / FRIENDS OF THE LIBRARY

Librarian Grossardt will attend a SELCO Advisory Committee meeting tomorrow. At the March 24th users group meeting AquaBrowser, the new front end for the public access catalog, was demonstrated. It should be ready for the public some time this summer.
The SELCO Library Foundation will not meet again until May.

OTHER
Sharon Grossardt said that the Library has received a check for $1028, completing the bequest from John Logan’s estate.

The Summer Reading Program theme is “Be Creative @ Your Library,” and the teen theme is “Express Yourself @ the Library.” SRP will begin the week after school lets out and will continue through mid-August. School media specialist Beck Putzier has also been publicizing it.

Jane Ryan said the fundraising committee is looking at ideas for something during Gladiolus Days.
