BOARD MINUTES

REPORTS FROM SELCO / SELCO LIBRARY FOUNDATION / FRIENDS OF THE LIBRARY

Librarian Grossardt will attend a SELCO Advisory Committee meeting tomorrow. The main item on the agenda is discussion of Legacy Amendment funding for libraries. The amendment to the Minnesota Constitution passed last November has a section about preserving arts and cultural heritage. This spring the legislative committee announced that the regional library systems will be receiving funds from this section. The money is to be used for special projects, not collections.
The SELCO Library Foundation board has not met recently. 
Friends have not met since our last Board meeting. Their annual book sale will be held during the last week of October.  
FINANCIAL & CIRCULATION REPORTS

The Petty Cash and Circulation reports for June and July were approved on a motion by Jill Mueller, seconded by Kay Phelps. Motion declared carried. The large increase in circulation due to summer was noted.
PROGRAMMING
Librarian Grossardt said that Summer Reading Program will end in two weeks, although charts may be turned in through the end of the month. 25-35 people are regularly attending the Wednesday morning storytimes followed by Laura Kirby’s music sessions.
We have added the books by Paul Cravath (Earth in Flower) and Susan Lambert Miller (State Fair and Minnesota County Fairs), the authors who spoke here this summer, to the library collection.
MINNESOTA BOOK AWARDS AUTHOR EVENT GRANT

Librarian Grossardt reported that we are trying to get Chris Monroe for our event. Her book, Monkey with a Tool Belt, was nominated for a Minnesota Book Award in the Children’s Literature category this year. 
FUNDRAISING WORKSHOP RECOMMENDATIONS
The recommendations from Mark Reidell and Lynne Bertalmio were briefly reviewed. We will work on developing and prioritizing our wish list at the September meeting. Come with ideas!
BUILDING UPDATE
Librarian Grossardt said that the automatic faucets in both restrooms have not been working well. We would like to replace them with a manual type. Cost of each faucet, including labor, is $160. A motion was mad by Dan White, seconded by Jill Mueller, to purchase two this year. Motion declared carried.
Nick Koverman will get a quote for the roof.

BUDGET
Sharon Grossardt met with Nick Koverman for a preliminary budget discussion. No increase is expected for next year.

LIBRARY MAINTENANCE OF EFFORT LAW
Changes were made in library maintenance of effort legislation this year. It will be based on a 3-year average of adjusted net tax capacity in order to reduce wide fluctuations.

Jane Ryan sent word that Tim Walz has not yet responded to our request for him to speak here during Gladiolus Days.
