BOARD MINUTES

The Board approved the minutes of the January 12, 2009 meeting on a motion by Jill Mueller, seconded by Dave Braun. Motion declared carried. 

REPORTS FROM SELCO / SELCO LIBRARY FOUNDATION / FRIENDS OF THE LIBRARY

Librarian Grossardt will attend a meeting of the SELCO advisory committee tomorrow. Topics of discussion will include local funding (LGA and CPA cuts), legislation, and the Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act of 2008 (CPSIA). The CPSIA would require that all items designed for use by children under 12 be tested for lead and other toxins. The Consumer Product Safety Commission has not been willing to exempt books from lead testing. Making these testing regulations retroactive would require both school and public libraries to either ban children from their libraries or pull every book intended for children under the age of 12 from their shelves until it could be tested. A one-year stay of enforcement (until Feb. 10, 2010) was granted last week.
Neither SELCO Library Foundation nor Friends have met since the last Board meeting.

FINANCIAL & CIRCULATION REPORTS

The Petty Cash and Circulation reports for January were approved on a motion by Jill Mueller, seconded by Willa Olivier. Motion declared carried. 
WIC USE OF MEETING ROOM
 Librarian Grossardt reported that Lynn Theurer and Merrily Hazelton from the Winona County Community Health Services Department had planned to attend this meeting but cancelled due to the weather. They have come to look at the room to see if it would serve their purpose and determine what modifications might be needed. State approval will be needed for use of wireless Internet.
LIBRARY BOARD MEMBER RECOMMENDATION
One application has been received for the open position, and it was reviewed. A motion was made by Liz Ellson, seconded by Jill Mueller, that Daniel White be recommended to City Council for appointment to the Library Board for a 3-year term. Motion declared carried.
FUNDRAISER UPDATE

Jane Ryan, Liz Ellson and Sharon Anderson reported on fundraiser activity. “A Night at the Library” will be held Saturday, March 7th from 6:30 to 10:00 p.m. Speakers will be Walt Bennick and Jodi Brom from the Winona County Historical Society and Tim Penny. Arrangements have been made for music, food and liquor. Tickets will be $20 in advance and $25 at the door. They will be available at the library, city hall, and Gatherings & Gifts.
MURAL UPDATE
Librarian Grossardt reported that Janis Martin has begun the chalk outlining for the mural. She is still looking for more ideas for character images and quotations. 
2009 BUDGET
Nick Koverman reported that the city is losing $78,000 in LGA for 2009. The governor will present definite figures by the end of March.
2009 LIBRARY GOALS
Goals for 2009 were discussed. We will carry over the 2008 goals, with modifications. Other ideas included additional fundraisers, especially during Gladiolus Days, and exploring the idea of movie nights and/or author nights for the public. Goals will be discussed further and adopted at the March meeting.
